Editorial

When we launched our AIBSNLPWA in 2009, there were about
50,000 BSNL retirees.  Now, after seven years, the number is
grown to 1.85 lakh. During the next seven years, almost all the
remaining DOT employees absorbed in BSNL and now working
will retire from service.  Only the direct recruits of BSNL may
remain after 2023, provided BSNL is permitted to perform and
exist.  While in service, they have to pay a definite amount every
month towards the Pension Fund.  But, return after retirement is
not definite.  It depends upon the share market and performance
of Pension Fund managers. Their pension is not guaranteed.  They
will not get any Commutation; No Retirement Gratuity; No
Leave Encashment.  They shall not get any Dearness Relief
compensating the rise in price of essential commodities.  The
situation is alarming.  Their future is bleak in the true spirit of
the word. We do not know how many of them are aware of it.

We need not be comfortable with the feeling that we are safe or
our pension is guaranteed for all the time to come. Recently an
attempt was made to repeal the age old Indian Pension Act
thereby to do away with the guaranteed pension system.  Political
changes have taken place in our country.  But the basic policies
have not changed. The new Pension Scheme introduced by UPA
Government continues under NDA regime too.  Attitude towards
pensioners in particular and towards the elderly persons in
general remain the same. There are many instances to quote.

 One who retired in January 2006 after rendering a qualifying
service of ten years gets full pension; 50% of his last pay drawn.
But his senior who retired just one month before, in December
2005 gets the ‘pro-rata’ pension i f he had not rendered 33 years
of service. Such a cut off date is obviously violation of natural
justice and naked negation of the judgement of Supreme Court of
India in the famous Nakara case. Many orders were issued on
this matter in the recent past.  Every order needs clari fication.
Every clari fication creates contradictions and more confusion.
The discrimination continues. Senior citizens are forced to waste
their life for years in the Courts. But a VIP may get relief instantly.
For the weak, justice is a distant mirage in India. Sti ll  Judiciary
is the last refuge.

The safest route is to move ahead with a united organisat ion
capable of protecting our interest. And AIBSNLPWA is here to
protect you; to give you the shelter. Strengthen i t. Let us move
ahead to the New Year with hope for better days.

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FUTURE PENSION REVISION IN BSNL:
HOW AND WHY?

OUR CHQ LETTER Dtd. 4-8-2016  TO THE SECRETARY, TELECOM

With reference to the above subject we submit
the following for your kind perusal and further
action please.

2. We met Member (Finance), DoT, on 20/4/2015
and on many subsequent occasions, & discussed
this issue with her.  We met Secretary, DoT on
4/8/2015 and discussed this issue.  We once
again reiterate our demand and submit our case
in a nut-shell.

3. DoP&PW O.M. dated 5/7/1989 states “The
Govt. servants who opt to be governed by the
pensionary benefits available under the
Government, shall at the time of their retirement,
be entitled to pension etc., in accordance with
the Central Govt. rules in force at that time.
Para 7 of that O.M. states “These orders will
also be applicable to those Govt. servants who
would be absorbed in the MTNL, VSNL,  NAAI
etc.  (BSNL was not in existence at that point of
time).

4. BSNL employees absorbed from DoT are
covered by CCS Pension rules (1972) for
payment of pensionary benefits as any other
CG Pensioner and the same is paid by Govt. of
India in accordance with sub rule 21 of Rule 37-
A.

5. As per “Explanation” under sub-rule 8
of 37-A “the amount of pension/family
pension of the absorbed employee on
retirement or on death from Public Sector
Undertaking shall be calculated in the same
way as calculated in the case of a Central
Government servant retiring or dying on
the same day”.

6. DoP&PW O.M. dated 1/9/2008 & 3/10/2008
says “These orders apply to all the
pensioners/Family Pensioners who were
drawing pension/FP on 1/1/2006 under
CCS (Pension) Rules 1972”.  DoT vide its order
dated 23/10/2008 endorsed DoP&PW O.M. dtd.
3/10/2008 & 14/10/2008

7. DoT sought clarification vide its I.D. No.40-
31/2008-Pen(T) dtd.18/3/2009 from DoP&PW

regarding applicability of Revised Rules w.e.f. 1/
1/2006 with regard to 6 th CPC to ex-DoT
employees absorbed in BSNL and DoP&PW in
its letter to DoT dtd. 27/4/2009 stated “BSNL
is the only PSU that has been granted a
special dispensation under sub-rule 21 of
Rule 37-A to the effect that pensionary
benefits including FP to the absorbed
employees of BSNL is paid by the Govt”.  DoT
order No.40-31/2008-Pen(T) dated 4th/15th May
2009 stated that “Revised rules of pension
calculation as per 6th CPC with regard to limit
of DCRG, Commutation table, emoluments,
qualifying service etc. is applicable to IDA
pensioners of BSNL covered under Rule 37-
A w.e.f. 1/1/2006”.   DoT vide its order dated
23/6/2011 endorsed DoP&PW O.M. dated 2/9/2008
& 3/10/2008 and stated that “these are
applicable to BSNL IDA pensioners also”.

8. There is a conception that pension is
related to pay.  That conception is correct
for fixing the pension at the initial stage.
But, for subsequent pension revision, it is
based on existing pension and application
of formula.  To illustrate we quote para 4.1
of DoT order dated 15/3/2011 which says
existing pension + 68.8% DR + 30% of the
sum.

9. The minimum pension and maximum pension
are the same as CG Pensioners though the BSNL
pensioners are eligible for higher minimum and
maximum pension (DoT vide its O.M.No.40-13/
2002-PEN(T) dated 15/1/2003 clarified under
Doubt 4 as “The ceiling minimum and maximum
pension as existing in CCS (Pension) Rules shall
continue unless specifically approved otherwise
by the Government).  Para 3 of DoT letter dated
12/8/2009 stated that “the present method of
calculation of Minimum pension which is
50% of the minimum of the lowest pay scale
shall continue”.  Minimum Pay in BSNL for NE-
1 is Rs.7,760/- and the minimum for BSNL retirees
is the same as that of CG Pensioners that is
Rs.3,500/-. even after 1/1/2007 in accordance
with DoT OM No.40-17/2008-Pen(T)-Vol.III dated
15/3/2011 ( It was not 3,880/-).

4
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10. Ist PRC was appointed on 10/12/1996 under
the chairmanship of Justice S.Mohan “to examine
the structure of pay, allowances, perquisites &
benefits for the Board level, below board-level
executives & non-unionised supervisors”.  IInd
PRC was appointed on 30/11/2006 under the
chairmanship of Justice M.Jagannatha Rao to
consider the same.  IIIrd PRC was appointed on
9/6/2016 under the chairmanship of Justice
Satish Chanda.  There are about 15 lakh CPSE
employees working in more than 200 CPSEs.
Far & few CPSEs are having pension scheme that
too under Defined Contributory Scheme.  But
no CPSE executive or non-executive (except
BSNL & now MTNL) is getting pension under CCS
(Pension) Rules 1972.  So there is no terms of
reference for pension revision in PRCs.

11. Wage/Allowance revision for unionized
workers in CPSE depends upon bargaining
capacity and affordability of the organization.
BSNL has no power to make any commitments
regarding pension (DoT letter to CMD, BSNL dtd.
23/7/2012 may be referred).

12. By the year 2025 all the DOT absorbees in
BSNL will retire and those who will be in service
would be covered under the company pension
rules and does not come under CCS (pension)
Rules 1972.

13. On behalf of our Association we submitted
our Memorandum to VII CPC.  Our Assistant
General Secretary Shri P.Gangadhara Rao gave
oral evidence before the Commission at
Bangalore on 24/7/2014.  Justice A.K.Mathur,
Chairman, VII CPC, after going through our
memorandum and after hearing the oral
evidence, made a remark that there is a
“Prima-facie” in our demand.  He also told
on that occasion that VII CPC would write to the
Government and seek their comments.
Supplementary Memorandum was also submitted
by us.  Bharat Pensioners Samaj also gave
our main demand of “Same fitment formula
for BSNL retirees” in its supplementary
Memorandum submitted on 30/7/2014.

14. 7th CPC sought comments/information from
DoT vide D.O. No.7CPC/RM/19/TEL/2014 dated
31/12/2014 on our Memorandum but DoT did
not send its comments till we met Secretary, DoT
on 4/8/2015.  When we expressed our serious
concern about the inordinate delay, Secretary,
DoT informed that it would be sent soon.
Accordingly the comments were sent to 7th CPC
in the 3rd week of August 2015 vide their letter

No.30-29/2014-Admn.I dated 17/8/2015.  But by
that time, 7th CPC had almost finalized its report.

15. Hon. Justice A.K.Mathur, Chairman, 7th CPC
submitted the report to GoI on 19/11/2015.  There
was no reference in the report about “same fitment
formula for BSNL retirees” ostensibly because of
the above reason.

16. We met and discussed with Shri Rakesh Garg,
Secretary, DoT, on 4/8/2015.  After hearing our
arguments patiently, he assured that even if 7th

CPC does not make any recommendations with
regard to BSNL IDA pensioners on fitment formula,
DoT shall take up with nodal departments viz.
DoP&PW, DoE etc.

17. DoP&PW OM F.No.38/37/2016-P&PW(A) (i)
dated 4/8/2016 para 2.1 states “these orders
shall  apply to all  pensioners/family
pensioners who were drawing pension/
family pension before 1.1.2016 under the
Central Civil Services (Pension) Rules”.
Para 2.3 of that order states “these orders also
do not apply to retired High Court and Supreme
Court Judges and other Constitutional/Statutory
Authorities whose pension etc. is governed by
separate rules/orders”.

18. Erstwhile DoT employees absorbed in BSNL
are getting pension from Govt. of India under CCS
(Pension) Rules 1972 and they are  not in the
excluded category as per 2.3 of DoP&PW OM dated
4/8/2016.  Most of the recommendations of 6th

CPC were made applicable to them and now 7th

CPC recommendations also would be made
applicable.  The only point that remains to be
settled is about pension revision formula and date
of implementation.

19. Pension revision from 1/1/2016 is calculated
on the basis of existing basic pension as on 31/
12/2015 + 125% DR + 32% of basic pension
(which works out to 2.57 multiplying factor).  Since
the pension revision for the DoT absorbees was
effected from 1/1/2007, this revision may be from
1/1/2017 with the same formula of existing basic
pension as on 31/12/2016 + IDR on 1/1/2017 +
32% of basic pension.

20. We earnestly appeal to you, sir, to take
up this issue with nodal departments.  We
would like to discuss this issue in person
and explain our views, if a convenient date
& time is given.

APPOINTMENT
Married son also can be

considered

Dept of Personnel & Trg OM
No. F. No 14014/02/2012-

Estt(D) dated 5-9-2016

The undersigned is directed to in-
vite attention to this Department’s
O.M. No. 14014/6/1994-Estt.(D)
dated 09th October, 1998 and OM
of even number dated 16th Janu-
ary, 2013 vide which Consolidated
Instructions on compassionate ap-
pointment were issued. Subse-
quently, vide FAQ No. 13 dated
30.05.2013 it has been clarified
that married sons are not consid-
ered as dependent family member
and hence not eligible for consid-
eration for compassionate appoint-
ment. The clarification with regard
to married son as stipulated in FAQ
No. 13 dated 30.05.2013 has been
reviewed vide FAQ No 60 of even
number dated 25.02.2015 as un-
der:-

Sl.No. 60   Question: Whether
‘married son’ can be considered
for compassionate appointment?

Answer: Yes,  if he otherwise ful-
fils all the other requirements of
the Scheme i.e.  he is otherwise
eligible and fulfils the criteria laid
down in this Department’s O.M.
dated 15th January, 2013. This
would be effective from the date

of issue of this FAQ viz. 25th
February, 2015 and the cases
of compassionate appointment
already settled w.r.t. the FAQs
dated 30th May, 2013,  may
not be reopened. Sr.No.13  of
the  FAQs dated 30th May,
2013  may be deemed to have
been modified to this extent.

2. Pursuant to various Court
Orders, the clarification/FAQ
No. 13 dated 30.05.2013 and
FAQ No. 60 dated 25.02.2015
has been further reviewed in
consultation with the Depart-
ment of Legal Affairs. It has
been decided that married son
can be considered for compas-
sionate appointment if he oth-
erwise fulfils all the other re-
quirements of the Scheme i.e.
he is otherwise eligible and ful-
fils the criteria laid down in this
Department’s O.M. dated 16th
January, 2013.

3. FAQ No.13 dated
30.05.2013 and FAQ No.60
dated 25.02.2015 stands with-
drawn from the date of their
issue.

4. The cases of compassion-
ate appointment rejected solely
on the grounds of marital sta-
tus in terms of FAQ No. 13
dated 30.05.2013 during the in-
tervening period i.e. w.e.f.
30.05.2013 to 25.02.2015 in
respect of married son may be
reopened/reconsidered against
vacancies occurring after is-
sue of this OM.

FULL PENSION:
DE-LINKING OF 33 YEARS

CPAO/IT&Tech/Revision (Pre-
2006)/8 Vol-VI/2016-17/104

dated 9-8-2016

DP&PW has delinked the revision
of pension cases from qualifying
service of 33 years vide OM No
38/37/08-P&PW(A) dated 06-04-
2016. Para 5 of the OM stipulates
that the revised consolidated
pension of pre-2006 pensioners
shall not be lower than 50% of the
minimum of the pay in the Pay
Band and the grade pay (whenever
applicable) corresponding to the
pre-revised pay scale as per fitment
table without pro-rata reduction of
pension even if they had qualifying
service of less than 33 years at the
time of retirement.

Further, it has also been clarified
in para 3 of the OM dated 06-04-
2016 that in case the consolidated
pension/family pension calculated
as per para 4.1 of OM No 38/37/
08-P&PW(A) dated 01-09-2008 is
higher than the pension/family
pension calculated in the manner
indicated in the OM dated 28-01-
2013, the same (higher
consolidated pension/family
pension) will continue to be treated
as basic pension/family pension.

In view of the above it is clear
enough that only those pension
cases are to be revised in which
pension calculated as per order
dated 06-04-2016 works out to be
more than that of para 4.1 of
DP&PW dated 01-09-2008 .

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However, it has been observed
that SSAs for no monetary change
are also received from different
departments in CPAO.  PAOs are
not required to send ‘no change’
cases to CPAO as the same results
into wastage of time, manpower
and operational cost.

In view of above all Pr. CCAs/
CCAs, CAs/AGs and Admini
strators of UTs are requested to
instruct their PAOs for not
sending the revised authority
covered under OM dated 6th April
2016 which do not involve any
financial implications.

2. In order to facilitate
consolidation of pension/family
pension of BSNL IDA pensioners/
family pensioners and to forward
the same to concerned CCA, all the
administrative Offices of BSNL are
requested to utilise the proformas
prescribed in the Annexures to
DoT letter NO 40-17/2008-Pen
(T)-Vol.III dared 15-3-2011
circulated vide this letter no 4-6/
2011-Pen (B) dated 4-4-2011.
Copies of these Annexures with
slight modifications are enclosed
herewith.

     1.  All the claims of retired
employees are settled within one
month from the date of receipt
of the  claim.

    2.Sufficient number of
CGHs approved hospitals are
empaneled preferably on
cashless basis.  Where the
hospitals are reluctant to extend
cashless facility, at least it is
ensured that the services are
extended on CGHS rates on
cash payment.
     3. Status of claims of
retired employees may be
informed to them whenever it

is sought. Lists of empaneled
hospitals should also be made
available to retired employees
either on intranet portal or at the
claim processing units.

Necessary instructions may be
issued to all concerned in the Circle
for adhering to the above
guidelines.  Action taken on the
above issues may be intimated.
This issues with the approval of
the Competent Authority.
